Yet, to be 
su c c e s s f u l i n operation these p r o j e c t s must have the s t a f f a v a i l a b l e 
who can cope w i t h the problems of day to day procedures, working w i t h i n 
the educational s t r u c t u r e as i t p r e s e n t l y e x i s t s . 

Here are a few examples of the type of innovative approaches being 
supported under T i t l e I I I f o r handicapped c h i l d r e n . 

SPECIAL EDUCATION SERVICES FOR PHYSICALLY, MENTALLY AND EMOTIONALLY 
HANDICAPPED CHILDREN - Pine B l u f f School D i s t r i c t #3 - Pine B l u f f , Arkansas 

Educational and remedial programs f o r up to 8,000 p h y s i c a l l y , 
mentally and emotionally handicapped c h i l d r e n i n grades K-12 w i l l be provided 
by a c e n t r a l s e r v i c e complex. The center w i l l house a d i a g n o s t i c and 
ev a l u a t i o n c l i n i c f o r determining the needs of handicapped c h i l d r e n and 
informing the school d i s t r i c t s of t h e i r f i n d i n g s ; an e d u c a t i o n a l d i v i s i o n 
to provide s p e c i a l education and p h y s i c a l therapy; a research d i v i s i o n to 
i n v e s t i g a t e the problem as i t r e l a t e s e s p e c i a l l y to Pine B l u f f ; and a 
p r o f e s s i o n a l preparation s e r v i c e u n i t f o r teacher t r a i n i n g . Included i n 
the s e r v i c e s to be provided are diagnosis and e v a l u a t i o n of severe l e a r n i n g 
problems, occupational and p h y s i c a l therapy, research i n s p e c i a l education 
and d i r e c t l y r e l a t e d s e r v i c e s , and c o n s u l t i n g s e r v i c e s to school d i s t r i c t s 
and l o c a l and State agencies. 

DEMONSTRATION AND EVALUATION OF ENGINEERED CLASSROOM DESIGN FOR EMOTIONALLY 
DISTURBED CHILDREN IN THE PUBLIC SCHOOLS - Santa Monica, C a l i f o r n i a 

This p r o j e c t f or emotionally d i s t u r b e d c h i l d r e n i n grades 2-9 represents 
a unique l i a i s o n between a major u n i v e r s i t y and a p u b l i c school d i s t r i c t . 
I t w i l l be aimed at narrowing the gap between theory and p r a c t i c e and w i l l 
create a s p e c i f i c program to a i d c h i l d r e n w i t h pre-academic and academic 
problems. The engineered classroom w i l l consider each c h i l d f i r s t as a 
learner and second as a p s y c h i a t r i c or medical problem, w i l l provide a 
f u l l range of a c t i v i t i e s designed to teach c h i l d r e n to pay a t t e n t i o n , 
respond, f o l l o w d i r e c t i o n s , a c c u r a t e l y and thoroughly explore t h e i r 
environment, l e a r n how to get along w i t h others and improve i n academic 
s k i l l s . I t w i l l a l s o u t i l i z e an innovative checkmark system to insure 
immediate consequences i n l e a r n i n g and w i l l maintain a f l e x i b l e classroom 
s t r u c t u r e which s y s t e m a t i c a l l y a l t e r s task assignments, s e t t i n g s and c r i t e r i a 
f o r success. 

EDUCATIONAL EVALUATION AND PROGRAMMING FOR CHILDREN WITH AUDITORY DISORDERS 
Boston, Massachusetts 

P i l o t p r o j e c t which w i l l provide educational e v a l u a t i o n , educational 
programming and i n d i v i d u a l i z e d educational s e r v i c e s to hearing impaired 
c h i l d r e n as a basis f o r planning a new f a c i l i t y and as a model f o r other 
large c i t i e s . 



PERCEPTUAL DEVELOPMENT CENTER - Natchez, M i s s i s s i p p i 

A three-year experimental p r o j e c t to determine i f s p e c i a l i z e d 
i n s t r u c t i o n f o r d y s l e x i c students can be economically f e a s i b l e , w i t h reduced 
remediation time, i n the p u b l i c school program. S t a f f members work to 
provide i n d i v i d u a l i z e d i n s t r u c t i o n f o r center students. Community v o l u n t e e r s , 
supervised by the p r o f e s s i o n a l s t a f f , a i d students i n performing various 
p h y s i c a l and mental e x e r c i s e s . The A l p h a b e t i c - P h o n e t i c - S t r u c t u r a l - L i n g u i s t i c 
Approach to L i t e r a c y , a h i g h l y s t r u c t u r e d breakdown of language combined with 
a multi-sensory approach, i s the method used f o r teaching reading, w r i t i n g 
and s p e l l i n g to the students. 

PRINCETON PROGRAM: TEACHER EDUCATION - P r i n c e t o n Regional Schools, New Jersey 

An i n s e r v i c e t r a i n i n g program w i l l be conducted to show teachers 
n o n d i r e c t i v e and r e f l e c t i v e techniques f o r teaching preschool c h i l d r e n . 
Teachers w i l l be encouraged to develop t h e i r r o l e s as a c t i v e p a r t i c i p a n t s i n 
the l e a r n i n g process and to become le s s dependent upon the r o l e of g i v e r 
of i n f o r m a t i o n . Four days of p r e l i m i n a r y t r a i n i n g by p s y c h o l o g i s t s and 
educators w i l l be followed by weekly two-hour teacher seminars and p r a c t i c a l 
experience w i t h a s e l e c t e d c h i l d .

This e f f o r t to provide innovative programs f o r the handicapped through 
the s e t t i n g aside of funds i n T i t l e I I I , i s complemented by s e v e r a l other 
programs designed to provide educational s e r v i c e s f o r the handicapped i n 
each S t a t e . These are: 

P.L. 89-313 which gives support to State and State-supported 
i n s t i t u t i o n s f o r the handicapped to a l l o w them to strengthen 
t h e i r education programs. 

T i t l e VI-A of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act which 
provides funds on a formula grant basis to a l l o w States to expand 
and extend e x i s t i n g s e r v i c e s f o r handicapped school c h i l d r e n . 

The V o c a t i o n a l Education Act Amendments of 1968 which w i l l provide 
10% of i t s t o t a l funds to strengthen and i n i t i a t e programs f o r the 
handicapped i n the important school-community juncture p e r i o d . 

P.L. 85-926 which provides f o r the preparation of p r o f e s s i o n a l 
personnel engaged i n the education of handicapped c h i l d r e n . 

P.L. 88-164 which provides f o r major research and t r a i n i n g support 
f o r handicapped c h i l d r e n i n v o l v i n g over 250 c o l l e g e s and u n i v e r s i t i e s . 

These major e f f o r t s , combined w i t h a v a r i e t y of more s p e c i a l i z e d 
programs, come together to form a t o t a l Federal commitment to provide t o t a l 
s e r v i c e s f o r handicapped c h i l d r e n . The programs noted above are administered 
by, or coordinated w i t h the Bureau of Education f o r the Handicapped w i t h i n 
the U.S. O f f i c e of Education.
